Atheist A person who does not 
believe in any God or 
higher being.

Humanist An approach to life, rather 
than a religion. Humanists 
focus on living a good life 
in the here and now and 
use logic and reason to 
help them understand the 
world around them.

Secular Not connected with 
religion.

Cremation To burn a body after death 
– usually after a funeral 
service.

Beatitudes Jesus’ moral teachings.

Sermon To discuss a religious 
subject.

Selfless To care about others 
above yourself.

Humanist Beliefs 

Humanists are people who feel that we can not know for 
sure whether or not God exists.

The focus of Humanists’ attention is on what can be 
achieved in this life – as it is the only life we have.

Humanism is an approach to life rather than a religion.

Humanists make sense of the world through logic, reason, 
and evidence, and always seek to treat others with warmth, 
understanding, and respect.

Some Humanists are agnostic, which means that they do 
not believe in the existence of any God or higher being.

Humanists celebrate life events, such as marriage, but this 
is not done so in a religious way.
