7. All sports clubs will be dismissed/collected from our school hall; access will be via the Key Stage 2
playground gate apart from KS1 Sports Club which will be dismissed/collected from Keystage 1

Playground. All teacher-led clubs will be dismissed from the rooms as stated on the form.

8. Please do not forget to indicate if your child will be collected or is able to walk home alone.
Year 1, Year 2, Year 3 and Year 4 children must be collected by a responsible adult.
