	Performing

Know how to talk about what the song means and why it was chosen to share
Know that feelings about sharing and performing can be different eg. excitement, nerves, enjoyment

	Perfoming

Know that notation can help us perform. 
Know the cultural context of a song we have performed. 
Know that a performance has a purpose. 
Know that they need to perform with confidence, using songs from memory or using notation
Know how to explain why the song was chosen, including its composer and the historical and the cultural context of the song
Know how to the meaning of the words and articulate them clearly when singing
Know how to use the structure of the song to communicate its mood and meaning in the performance
Know it is important to rehearse for a performance
Begin to understand what the rehearsal and performance has taught the student
Know how the individual fits within the larger group ensemble
Know that it is important to reflect on feedback, consider how future performances might be different

Singing
Know how to use good diction when singing – to be clear when singing vowels, blended sounds, and consonant sounds
